During this enquiry we will aim to find out what Ancient Greece was like and understand how many of their discoveries and ways of living still have an impact on us today in a totally different part of the world. We will then hold a debate at the end of the enquiry to share our thoughts about whether we would prefer to be a Spartan or an Athenian.
